We began by discussing 

the main visitors at the stable, and what each of 

these different people might represent. We 

recapped how we know that Jesus was a King who 

was sent from God to save his people – a Messiah 

and Saviour. 

We then directed our attention towards the 

shepherds and considered why this group of 

people were chosen to visit the stable, despite 

perhaps being the lowliest of the group. The 

children understood that the shepherds were 

often looked down upon, as they could not usually 

attend worship in the same way as others because 

of their work. They were not high profile and yet 

God chose for them to be the first to hear the 

Good News.
